Perceptions are shaped by more than just genuine familiarity
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Across Africa, opinions of the G7 reveal a striking paradox. In
many countries, positive perceptions are not built on deep
familiarity but rather on a general sense of goodwill and past
engagements.

While some nations admire the G7’s development investments
and climate initiatives, others remain skeptical or indifferent,
feeling disconnected from its promises.

This gap highlights the need to move beyond visibility alone and

focus on building relationships anchored in transparency,
relevance, and shared progress
